● Originated in South India (Tamil Nadu) around 7th–8th century CE with Nayanars (Shaiva saints) 
and Alvars (Vaishnava saints).

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Glossary of Key Terms 

Advaita Vedanta: A school of Hindu philosophy founded by Adi Shankara, emphasizing the
non-dualistic nature of reality, where the individual soul (Atman) is identical with the ultimate reality
(Brahman).
Adivaraha: A title adopted by Gurjara-Pratihara ruler Mihir Bhoja, signifying an incarnation of Lord
Vishnu.
Araba: A military tactic used by Babur, involving carts and cannons, forming a mobile defensive
barrier.
Archaet Style: An architectural style characterized by the use of arches, domes, and vaults,
prominent in Indo-Islamic architecture.
Bahmani Sultanate: A prominent Muslim kingdom that emerged in the Deccan in the mid-14th
century, often in conflict with the Vijayanagara Empire.
Bhakti Movement: A Hindu religious movement emphasizing devotion (bhakti) to a personal God,
often advocating for social equality and simpler forms of worship.
Chishti Silsila: One of the most influential Sufi orders in India, known for its liberal and inclusive
approach, founded in India by Khwaja Muinuddin Chishti.
Dahsala System: A land revenue system introduced by Todar Mal during Akbar's reign, where land
revenue was fixed based on the average produce of the previous ten years.
Dam: A new silver coin introduced by Sher Shah Suri, which remained in circulation even during
the early British period.
Deccan: The large plateau region in South-Central India, often a contested area between northern
and southern powers.
Delhi Sultanate: A series of five Turkic and Afghan dynasties that ruled over large parts of the
Indian subcontinent from 1206 to 1526 CE.
Din-i-Ilahi: A syncretic religious path proposed by Akbar, intended to combine the best elements of
various religions, though it gained few followers. 
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Dvaita: A school of Hindu philosophy founded by Madhvacharya, asserting a dualistic view where
God and individual souls are eternally distinct. Feudalism: A decentralized system of government in
which local lords (feudatories/samantas) held significant power and owed military and financial
obligations to a central ruler. Gaje Sikandari: A standardized unit of land measurement introduced by
Sikandar Lodi, used for assessing land revenue. Gangaikonda Chola: A title taken by Chola ruler
Rajendra I, meaning "the one who conquered the Ganga," after his successful expedition to North
India. Ghaznavid Invasions: A series of raids on India by Mahmud of Ghazni in the 11th century,
primarily aimed at plundering wealth. Ghurid Invasions: Invasions led by Muhammad Ghori in the late
12th century, which ultimately led to the establishment of Turkish rule in India. Hoysala Style: A
distinctive style of temple architecture that developed in the Deccan under the Hoysalas,
characterized by a stellate (star-shaped) plan, intricate carvings, and soft soapstone. Ikta System: An
administrative and land revenue system introduced by Iltutmish, where land grants (iqtas) were given
to military officers in lieu of cash salaries. Indo-Islamic Architecture: A blend of indigenous Indian and
Islamic architectural styles, characterized by arches, domes, minarets, and intricate decorative
motifs. Jizya: A poll tax levied by Islamic rulers on non-Muslim subjects, often a contentious issue in
medieval India. Kalyana Mandapa: A characteristic feature of Vijayanagara temple architecture, an
elaborate hall within the temple complex used for special ceremonial events, particularly the divine
marriage of gods and goddesses. Kannauj: A strategically important city in North India, situated in the
fertile Ganga-Yamuna Doab, which was the focus of the Tripartite Struggle. Khanqah: A Sufi lodge or
hospice where Sufi saints lived, taught, and engaged in spiritual practices, serving as centers for the
Sufi movement. Khilafat: The spiritual and temporal headship of the Muslim community, exercised by
a Caliph. 
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Khotbah: A sermon or address delivered in a mosque, often including the name of the reigning
Caliph or Sultan, signifying their legitimate authority.
Mansabdari System: A hierarchical administrative and military system introduced by Akbar, where
every official (mansabdar) was assigned a rank (mansab) that determined their salary and the
number of troops they maintained.
Mamluk Dynasty: Another name for the Slave Dynasty, referring to the Turkic slave-soldiers
(mamluks) who became rulers.
Mughal Empire: A powerful Islamic empire that ruled most of the Indian subcontinent from the
early 16th to the mid-18th century, founded by Babur.
Nayankara System: An administrative system in the Vijayanagara Empire where military
commanders (nayakas) were granted land (amaram) in return for their services and maintenance
of troops.
Nirguna: A path in the Bhakti Movement that emphasizes devotion to a formless, attributeless God,
without idol worship.
Peshwa: The prime minister of the Maratha Empire, who eventually became the de facto ruler of
the empire during its later stages.
Purana Qila: An old fort in Delhi, built by Sher Shah Suri, an example of Suri architecture.
Qutub Minar: A towering minaret in Delhi, initiated by Qutb al-Din Aibak and completed by
Iltutmish, dedicated to Sufi saint Qutb al-Din Bakhtiyar Kaki, a prominent example of early
Indo-Islamic architecture.
Raichur Doab: A fertile land region between the Krishna and Tungabhadra rivers, a constant
source of conflict between the Vijayanagara and Bahmani kingdoms.
Rayagopuram: Massive and elaborately carved monumental gateway towers, a characteristic
feature of South Indian (particularly Vijayanagara) temple architecture.
Saguna: A path in the Bhakti Movement that emphasizes devotion to a personal God with specific
attributes and forms, often involving idol worship.
Silsila: A Sufi order or brotherhood, tracing its spiritual lineage to a founding saint.
Sufi Movement: A mystical Islamic movement that emphasized inner spiritual purification, love for
God, and universal brotherhood, often incorporating elements from other religious traditions. 
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Sulh-i-Kul: Akbar's policy of "universal peace" or "peaceful coexistence," promoting tolerance and
harmony among different religious communities.
Tanka and Jital: Silver (Tanka) and copper (Jital) coins introduced by Iltutmish, representing a
standardization of currency in the Delhi Sultanate.
Tarain: The site of two pivotal battles in 1191 and 1192 CE between Muhammad Ghori and
Prithviraj Chauhan III, which dramatically altered the course of Indian history.
Tripartite Struggle: A three-way conflict for control over Kannauj involving the Gurjara-Pratiharas,
Palas, and Rashtrakutas.
Tulughma: A military tactic used by Babur, involving dividing the army into different wings and
flanking the enemy, especially effective with cavalry.
Vajrayana/Tantrayana Buddhism: A form of Buddhism that gained prominence, particularly under
the Palas, incorporating tantric practices and esoteric rituals.
Vesara Style: A hybrid style of temple architecture that developed in the Deccan, combining
elements of both the North Indian (Nagara) and South Indian (Dravidian) styles.
Vishishtadvaita: A school of Hindu philosophy founded by Ramanuja, proposing "qualified
monism," where individual souls are distinct but inseparable parts of Brahman.
Vijayanagara Empire: A powerful Hindu empire in South India (14th-17th centuries), known for its
cultural richness, architectural marvels, and military strength against the Muslim Sultanates of the
Deccan.
Zanjir-i-Adl: "Chain of Justice," a bell system installed by Jahangir, allowing common people to
appeal directly to the emperor for justice.
